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Good morning.  My name is Ellen Aluskuk.   Do I have to say my occupation too and where I’m from?  
SCHUTT:
You don’t have to.

Oh Okay.  I’m Ellen Aluskuk and this my husband John.  John J. Aluskuk Junior ___.  I would say.  We’re from Napkiak and we’re here for the death of our son Frank Adam Aluskuk.   
Last year he is found dead on March 12—last year of 2004.  He was found—We need more information about—not knowing the investigation, so we’re here for ____ testimonies.  I’ll testify.
SCHUTT:
You’re here to get information?  Or you’re here to….

ELLEN:
Just to testify—I’ll tell you guys.  He was—It was on Friday of last year of March 12, 2004.  Last year he was home after school—I went home like about maybe 1:30.  Went home.  He was gone and then he was with Derek Nelson.  With his friend Derek Nelson.  
Derek called—First he called looking for my son.  Another son Aluskuk and then looking for—calling.  And then later on like about—maybe ten or fifteen minutes after, he called Derek-- Aluskuk—after he called, Frank came and he said that he was going to go with Derek Nelson to ______.  There was a tournament up there in _____.  Basketball tournament up there so they were going up.  
The weather was kind—It was kind of like but it gets good—get snowy and get on and off snows, so I tell them not to go.  But he said he went up—He went out with Derek Nelson about—It was like about two some—two-fifteen; two-thirty.  Between somewhere around there.  They said they were going up to ____ to see the basketball up there.  
But then we—I don’t know—The police department said they got intoxicated.  They were drinking. But I don’t know where they get that booze from.  

But we heard they had gone up here to Bethel to get—I don’t know—that late William Smith, he died too up this end in January.  But I think we have a statement from him stating that he saw my son—Was it Aces’ ___?  

JOHN:
Swanson’s.  

ALESKA:
Or Swanson’s.  No.  That he saw him up here in town.  So I don’t know where they got that booze from.  I don’t know if they had gone to ____ that afternoon.  
So we heard too they were going really straight away ___ going to in slew.  In our slew, maybe.  In our slew that in ___ slew.  

JOHN:
Derek was driving with the snow machine dangerously.  My son was in the back.  
ELLEN:
Derek Nelson was driving.

JOHN:
…by them trucks going—cars going up back and forth.  He was driving through that and one of the drivers that night is Derek and….

ELLEN:
Didn’t recognize the back…
JOHN:
he made a statement to….

ELLEN:
It was our son Frank in the back.  

JOHN:
they were driving recklessly.  Dangerously driving.  ___ the car going by.  
Now the next day my son didn’t come, that next day.  Then I called Derek’s parents.  His father answered and I told him where’s Derek Nelson?  His father told me that he’s here.  Could you ask him where he dropped Frank, our son.  He said that they dropped him by—not far from the house. 

ELLEN:
He said he dropped him by Jul’ay’s house.  Jul’ ay’s ___.  He lives right by the airport.  But we hear—we found him somewhere near—by the airport.  Maybe—with __ or something near airport.  

JOHN:
_____ by ____ I told him I was looking for my son.  And then he told me that they’d come by the house later on.  They finally came and tell us that he found our son way back from the ____ from the road.  A little ways back from the airport.  
So there was two places I heard.  His father told me that they dropped him by Jul’ay house and then the VPSO came and told me that they dropped him back there.  

ELLEN:
So there’s two kind of different stories.  One we heard from them was dropping him by Jul’ay’s house and then we hear they found him by the end of the woods -- airport.  

JOHN:
The VPSO telling us that they’re dropping him back there.  We heard two places.  

ELLEN:
And then here he was calling Pauletta Jenkins probably that morning, maybe about six-thirty that he was scared.  That he wanted to hide somewhere.  

JOHN:
And then questions--we heard that his mother calling my sister that was adopted to the Larsons and telling her that they came in with lots of snow in his clothes and mentioning my sons’s name and saying that he might be—that he was drunk.  
SCHUTT:
Sorry to hear about your son that way.  Any questions?

MORRIS:
I just had one question.  So are you concerned--That in your mind there wasn’t an adequate investigation completed by the law enforcement?

ELLEN:
Um Um.  No.  Not completed.  No.  To me, no.  I don’t—investigative….

JOHN:
____ the last thing we heard that the father was—Derek’s father was there when the investigation was going on and he stopped it.  That’s the question __.  The investigation being stopped by the parents.  

SCHUTT:
Any other questions?  
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
