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……punishment.  And even in the correctional justice system, I’ve noticed those areas where there’s a need for--even in the court system, Judge Ashnone(?) had the talking circles with the sentencing, the victim – the offender.
Other individuals—This probably would be a lot more effective method in rural Alaska than in urban Alaska because they’ve got tons of cases here in Anchorage.

In any event, I just wanted to—My time is up, give my two cents.  But I hope you folks will seriously consider these notions.

Thank you very much.  Any questions by the Commissioners?  Any questions by your sister?  Seeing none…..

SCHUBERT:
I’d just like to thank Ella for coming forward.  She has been one of the pioneers; one of the first Alaska Native sworn into the Bar here in Alaska and I’m younger than she is so my experience has been a little bit different.  But for the Native attorneys who were first sworn into the Bar I think that they really have had to break barriers and some of those barriers are still in place.  And it hasn’t been easy for them and I’d just really like to thank you for doing that.
