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Good afternoon, commissioners.  Thank you for your time.  I realize that you’re running late and out of respect for the work groups upstairs and apparently there are no other presenters.  This is how I intended it to be.

I presented to staff to make available to you—it’s in your packet, resolution—First I should introduce myself.  Forgive me.

I’m Julie Bator.  I’m the Executive Director for Alaska Intertribal Council.  I wear a number of other hats that shouldn’t be confused here today.  I’ll be presenting testimony on behalf of my Tribe as the President for the Native Village of Tazlina when you are in our area.

At this time I am, as I said, the Executive Director for Alaska Intertribal Council.  And a resolution was passed at our last annual meeting; Resolution 2004-4 which is in your packet.

I’m not going to burden you with reading it.  You have it in front of you to go through.  And I just wanted to ensure that for the record that this was submitted on this date.  
Also submitted to you for your perusal here are the Tribal Jurisdiction in Alaska Child Protection, Adoption and Juvenile Justice and Family Violence booklet that we put together in collaboration with Alaska Legal Services and the Administration for Native Americans and I want to make sure that everybody has an opportunity to review that as well.

One more thing since I know all of you need bedtime reading material as I’ve witnessed here, you don’t get anything at all.  So I wanted to make sure you had our latest newsletter which was December 2004 issue on Tribal Justice and if you have any questions regarding Alaska Intertribal Council’s position regarding these three documents, I’d be happy to answer those at this time.

Our Chairman, Ian Earlick will be presenting testimony when you are in his area and so this was just an effort to get these things on the record as being submitted from Alaska Inter-Tribal Council.
