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Thank you.  For the record, my name’s Paul Carr.  I’m the Chief of Police for the North Slope Borough.
I just wanted to start off by saying so far I agree with everything that everybody in the room has said.  I think Price talked about one of the issues that we had discussed earlier very succinctly and I just wanted to make sure that everybody understood that.  I think that is an issue that we do need to resolve is just exactly what the authority and jurisdiction of the tribes is.  
Neal George talked about lenient sentences and cases being dismissed.  As I spoke earlier, we have a single ADA here and file almost 700 criminal cases a year.  The office is understaffed for the amount of work that there is to be done and that’s something that should be addressed also.

The issue with juveniles is real.  We struggled with it here for a long time.  We are in desperate need of some kind of a facility; either staff secure or secure in which to house juveniles and to house juvenile programs.  That’s a real big issue for us.  

And has Commissioner Burgess had spoke about marijuana being a big problem in Alaska, I’d just like to advocate that we do something as a State to address the Raven decision.  I don’t know if that’s ever going to be possible, but I just wanted to kind of reiterate what we had discussed earlier to make sure it got on the record.  

That’s about all I have.
