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Minto village has been taking care of their own people, in regards to law enforcement, since the village council first started back in the 1930s.  Back then, if any of the village people broke any village law, they were brought in and sat before the village council and sentenced.


As time passed the Minto Tribal Court was formed.  Five individuals are nominated and elected by the community.  The judges are all volunteers.  The Minto Village Council acts as the appellate court for the tribal court in case any of our clients disagree with the tribal court order.


Our tribal court deals a lot with child custody cases and civil cases.


Over the years the tribal court has strengthened their relationship with the State of Alaska OCS formerly known as DFYS, and in doing so it has improved our communication with the State in the Fairbanks area.


The Minto Tribal Court came to the realization that it is time to take care of our own people.  For example, the Village council set aside their own funds to build a holding cell.  This cell can only be used for short periods of time.


Since the village of Minto went dry back in the early 80s, there have been problems, but we have managed to come up with solutions locally.  Although importation is a felony public drunkenness is yet treated as a misdemeanor this section still needs some fine-tuning.


We as a village try and do our best to help our people locally and at times we do need to involve the State of Alaska either by State… [end of page, no further pages]
