I just wanted to say that when they do and come and kill the moose and they leave it, and they do leave a lot of trash behind with them.  And I just want—If they do go hunt, I want to them to at least to clean up after themselves and I know they are crossing our river where the salmon goes.  I just want to say that it was brought to my attention that it wasn’t the people killing the salmon, it was the beaver dams or the beavers that’s blocking that salmon run.

And that was what I wanted to say, that they’re leaving behind a lot of trash and I was taught not to do that.  I was taught to clean up my camp; clean up my area.  And I can go show you the camp right now that we don’t have trash – you can go about a half a mile up and you can see trash in their camps.  That campsite.  Just this fall one of my cousins, he found a homebrew and he took it to the camp and he said didn’t say nothing.  He just walked up to that camp—the other campsite and gave them their brew and he walked away.  And that was ____ to clean up the camp.  Thank you.
