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I just wanted to address.  In our community with our economic being so bad we, the City of Kake, the Organized Village of Kake
 and Kake Tribal
 are all working together to help out our community.  Because we don’t want to be losing more people in our community.  So each one of us, we all meet once a month there and we’re all pulling our resources together there to see what kind of grants can come out of our meetings there.  And we’re starting to work together and that hasn’t happened in probably the last twenty years or so.  

I just wanted to let you know that we are working together there to keep our people in our community.  And we’re trying to find some jobs and grants to help our community out.
