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BURGESS:
Thank you.  Would you just mind waiting a second to see if we have any questions?  Commissioner Justin.

JUSTIN:
Thank you.  You mentioned or you used the phrase the daily use of drugs _____________ transportation or commuter service into those communities.  

KINGEEKUK:
Yes.  

JUSTIN:
So your supply of drugs is—it’s pretty easy to get into a community?  

KINGEEKUK:
Pretty much.  
JUSTIN:
And the marijuana and other types of drugs—What types of drugs are they using?
KINGEEKUK:
Mainly marijuana.  

JUSTIN:
My other question would be--it’s a really question of what generation are you and you went to high school in your community?  Savoonga?
KINGEEKUK:
Yes. 

JUSTIN:
So you’re pretty familiar with all the students in your class  ____?  

KINGEEKUK:
Yes.

JUSTIN:
And you could speak as an authority on the issue?

KINGEEKUK:
Yes.

JUSTIN:
Thank you.

BURGESS:
Any other questions?

BULLARD:
Just a question.  Off the top of your head, some of these students that you have in high school at Savoonga, what percentage do you think do drugs and alcohol? Ball park it.  
KINGEEKUK:
Probably half or more.

BULLARD:
Half or more.  

BURGESS:
Just a quick question.  And how young are the kids in school before they generally start using drugs or alcohol?

KINGEEKUK:
Basically around Jr. High.  Pretty much the way as I see it.  

BURGESS:
And you said there were kids actually making alcohol too?  

KINGEEKUK:
Yes.  They have at home or like when an adult starts – they’re good friends.  

BURGESS:
Which is it?  Is there one drug that’s more common than others?  You mentioned marijuana.  Is it more common than alcohol use among youth?

KINGEEKUK:
Yes.

BURGESS:
Commissioner Bullard.  

BULLARD:
This is just a comment primarily for the audiences’ benefit.  But we had gone out to a meeting in Gambell here --- John and I did to meet with the IRA, the City and the Corporation regarding a zero alcohol referendum as a considering ________  in Gambell and ______ talking about that the Alaska State Troopers are being more successful in intervening in alcohol getting into the community.  But the locals there brought up the fact that—they see eighty percent of the alcohol in that particular community is home brew so that when people aren’t able to get it in on the airlines, people are making it and so it’s also something that’s happening in arctic communities.
