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Hi.  I’m just an individual person from the community.  I wanted to make a little statement about our community that—I’d like to talk about alcohol and drunk drivers. I’m a mother that against drunk drivers.  My son was killed by a drunk driver, but I kind of been listening to the other peoples talking and I started thinking that I feel our security in our community is not quite safe in our community.  
I think our justice too lenient in letting peoples slide easily.  They get away with things.  And although I’ll call the PSO’s just to have my area where I live—I’ll call public safety just to—concerned person.  

My son was killed by a drunk driver, but it took so long for him to be put away.  Just last August my son was killed from a drunk driver.  I felt that it took so long for that person to be put away.  Six months for him to be put away in jail.  

And it wasn’t the way I thought I would see it when we were going through court hearings and I think it needs to a little bit more harder to those criminal peoples in our community.  I mean they’re letting our criminals get away easily up here.  

And I care for my mother.  She’s an Elder.  I would call PSO and then they would say “Oh you need to have your mother sign a sheet of paper so we can go pick up that person – a drunk person and put him away”.  But that—It was harder to try to get our public safety—get that drunk person – to get off our premises from our home.  That’s my other concern.  

Its—They let things get a way too much up here.  That’s my concern.  I don’t know how else to put it.  

BURGESS:
Thank you.  Did you have any questions?

MARTIN:
I just wanted to make my short statement and to let you guys know what we go through within our community as an individual person.

BURGESS:
And we’re very sorry for your loss.  Was there someone who works with victims that worked with you from the State when you went through this?  
MARTIN:
Not really.  Not really.  No.  I mean I’ve just been letting day to day—There was very few that went to court to hear—I would say—Gosh I forgot her name.  Anyway, there were some peoples that would support me.  But individually, I was not really helped.  

BURGESS:
Well I want to thank you for coming and sharing with us.  

MARTIN:
