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Thank you.  I’m not graduated or nothing like—I think I’m graduated Eskimo, I guess.  So I’ll do the best I can talking this -- maybe half-Eskimo, maybe.  Give you a hard time for understanding. 

So we’ve been—This problem that I’m going to talk about; this problem is killing the life.  You probably understand what it means.  We’ve been talking about it for years.  Every meeting we talk about it and then nothing happens.  Nobody does nothing about it.  But we talking about it all the time because it’s a problem.  

This problem is all over the world, I think.  Okay.  Here in Bethel here—I’m talking liquor. You got that now.  

Okay.  The liquor flews into Bethel here from Anchorage.  And Bethel is voted by dry—Not supposed to be any bottles, only in the house.  But the bottle walks out from the house all over.  And one of the villages—close by villages out here.  One of the guys told me that every time the snow machine trail is open, liquors’ open.  It goes out to the villages.  So I’ve trying to find somebody to talk to so it can be solved.  It could be solved, I think.  

There’s a way.  But we need help.  And those Congress that you’re talking about, they are the people that we vote.  They should understand us too.  
I think there’s a way to stop the liquor coming here into Bethel.  Because they flew out to the villages.  The poor police, they’re working hard for that.  They catch some of it alright.  But not all of it.  And they’re killing the life—The booze is killing the life.  I think the life is important than the booze.  
The poor people lost their son or whatever suffer for that purpose.  Crying and miss him.  They can’t even change it.  The life cannot be changed.  That’s why I think we need help really bad.  Let the Congress understand that.  
I’d like to see it completely closed into Bethel because Bethel is closed.  Some people tell me that we can’t do nothing about it.  No, I don’t think so.  The Bethel City voted it.  Not all of them.  But that booze, it’s not for life.  It could be changed.  It could be taken out.  It’s not voted for ____.  No, I don’t think so.  
But we live in Bethel.  I’ve lived in Bethel for ten years.  And I hear that all the time.  Every time the police caught somebody--accident, they say booze is involved.  Every time.  
Always—This is a problem all over.  A problem.  Start trying to solve it someway.  Same time you’ll save a life.  I don’t want to talk too much because there’s others too waiting.  

I would appreciate it if you guys take it to the lawmakers and do something about it.  At least.  We’ve been talking about it for years.  Nothing.
