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JUSTIN:
Any questions?  

SCHUBERT:
I’m wondering whether you lost your VPSO before or after KANA took over.  

MULLUK:
____

SCHUBERT:
Your VPSO.  You said that you had a VPSO position, but you lost it about a year ago.

MULLUK:
Yeah.  Well the person was relieved of their duties and the minute that happened, they didn’t bother even to let us know or what—But the Noorvik Native Community and the City has been soliciting down to Kodiak to tell them that we do—we have a dire need of a VPSO.  And by the way, we’re just the third largest community in this Region.  

JUSTIN:
Thank you.  I have a question or two.  



Did you travel from your hometown to this hearing today?

MULLUK:
Yes, I did.  

JUSTIN:
Are you going back today?

MULLUK:
No.

JUSTIN:
And how long did it take you to get here?

MULLUK:
Straight flight is about twenty minutes.  And it depends on if I’m flying a 180, it takes a little longer if I—those Navajos is a little faster.  But if I was to take a dog team, it would take me about a day and if I was to walk it would probably take about a week depending upon how fast…..

JUSTIN:
So you…..

MULLUK:
But I am going to go back with a snow machine, so I’ll have the scenic route on the way home.

JUSTIN:
That’s what I thought, that you’d probably be returning by snow machine.  Well we certainly appreciate you being here and your testimony and good luck on your way home.

MULLUK:
Thank you.
